Select a book that is at an appropriate reading level for your student’'s age. Use

® reading, or if you're using one of LiteracyPlanet's Running Records, print the appropriate
one.

Sit next to the student so that you can see the text the child is reading. Record the title and
3' level of the book the child is reading on your recording sheet (if using a blank template).

As your student reads, mark their responses on the recording sheet (See next section -
4‘ Scoring Key & Cards (p.2) and Running Record Conventions (p.3)).

Record what you observed while they were reading in the "Recorded observations” box.
5' Identify which words the child needs to practice and whether they need to move up or

down a reading level.

Scoring Key

Look for the reading cues (MSV) the child is using to say the words they either cannot sound
out (Error (E)) or the words they self-correct (SC) in the text.
