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What is assessment practice?

To help teachers evaluate student progress in reading (and/or writing), standardised
assessments like PISA, PIRLS or the NAEP are conducted on a yearly or triannual basis. These
standardised assessments evaluate student reading and/or writing skills, and some also
evaluate student knowledge of grammar conventions. They are typically completed on
paper-and-pencil tests but are increasingly moving to a universal online format.
