It
is his most popular book.

Over 33 million copies of Erics ‘The
Very Hungry Caterpillar have been sold.
It has been written in at least 60

different languages.

You may have seen or even read
some other books written and illustrated
by Eric Carle. You might have some
of his books at home.

Eric Carle wrote and illustrated a book
called ‘The Grouchy Ladybug'.

‘Mister Seahorse’ was also written and

illustrated by Eric Carle.

Eric Carle’s lllustrations




You can easily recognise books that
have been llustrated by Eric Carle.
This is because he has a special
way of creating the pictures for his

books.

Eric Carle paints paper using bright
colours and interesting patterns. He cuts
out different shapes wusing the decorated
paper. The shapes are then stuck down
on to a background to make pictures.
This way of making art is called

collage. Eric Carle wuses collage to

make the pictures for his books.
