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What are comprehension strategies?

How LP does it

Comprehension strategies are techniques students use to make sense of a text. These
techniques encourage students to pay attention to details, find hidden meanings and look for
the big picture. They also improve thinking, logic and creativity.

Each comprehension activity uses

a variety of strategies to help

students construct meaning from

the text, building upon their

knowledge and understanding to

become critical and creative

thinkers.

FACTS & DETAILS
Identify the facts and details that support
the main idea in the paragraph. 

SEQUENCING
Reorder the sentences into an order that
makes sense. 

PREDICTING
Choose the prediction that makes the
most logical sense. 

CAUSE & EFFECT
Identify the sentences that show the cause
of the effect.

RHYME SCHEME
Rhyme can help create internal rhythm to
depict meaning, emotion, or feeling.

AUTHORS PURPOSE
The author’s purpose is the main reason he
or she has for writing.

FACT & OPINION
Identify the sentence that states an opinion
(or fact).

WORDS IN CONTEXT
Identify the meaning of the word by the
context clues of surrounding words. 

 EVALUATING
Making judgments about the content,
ideas and points of view in a text.

REFLECTING
Analyze and make judgments about what
has happened

POINT OF VIEW
The point of view from which the story is
told – first person or third person.

REAL & MAKE BELIEVE
Real things are anything we can see, hear,
feel, taste, or touch.

COMPARING & CONTRASTING
Highlight the similarities and/or differences
between the two things being discussed.

SUMMARISING
A summary is the main ideas/points of a
piece of writing.

CHARACTERISATION
The way an author or an actor describes or
shows what a character is like.

FIGURATIVE LANGUAGE
Figurative language is words or phrases
that a writer uses to convey meaning.
